
LO: I can calculate departure and arrival times using world time

The flight time for your flight has changed. The plane is now taking off 
at 08:20 am. What time (local time) will it arrive at your island destination?

Your travelers have decided to have a 28 hour stopover on their way to their 
island destination. Calculate the travel times and show your working, referring 
both to UK and local time. Choose a suitable stopover location.




You will need:
. Word document island additional information flight times
. the world map of time zones


What you need to do:
· Calculate what time you will arrive at YOUR island destination. 
· The Word document island additional information flight times gives you the direct flight time (if there is a direct flight).
· Assuming that you leave London at 08:20, what London time will you arrive at your island? What local time (i.e. the island time) will you arrive at the island.
· Lay out your working clearly.
· You are the travel agent. You customer needs to know what time it is in London and what the local time is. (This is important because they may have to adjust sleep patterns. Furthermore, you need to know when you can call home. No-one wants to be woken up in the middle of the night. You also need to know when you arrive because you need to know whether you can go to a shop or restaurant and whether you need to buy food beforehand.)

Extension:
· I have also given you flight details that include a stopover. That means that you would fly to the stopover first (e.g. Miami, Dubai, Hong Kong). If there is a stopover missing for your destination, then pick one that lies on the route.
· Calculate flight times for two different departure times and choose which one is better for the customer (either morning departure or evening departure). Give reasons for your choice based on the arrival times at the stopover and/or the final destination.
a) Leave London at 08:20
b) Leave London at 19:45
· Show each step of calculating the first flight and the arrival time. Always give London time and the local time of the destination.
· Then add a 28 hour stopover (for instance for sightseeing).
· Finally, calculate the flight from the stopover destination to your island.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Again, show each step clearly and give London and local times. Beware that you need to calculate the time difference from the stopover to the final destination!
