	Fun Friday Challenge
 (Practise number bonds to make 100)
A story tells of a village over-run by rats. An artist’s illustration of the villagers and rats shows 100 legs. Assuming the people have 2 legs and the rats have 4, how many different combinations of rats and people could there be in the photograph?
Hint: set your ideas out in 2 columns headed people and rats. Focus on recording your investigation methodically. Start with 1 person (2 legs) leaving 98 legs. (can’t work as 98 ÷ 4 leaves 2 legs extra) What about 2 people (4 legs) so 96 rat legs. How many rats would have a total of 96 legs? Carry on to find all possibilities.
	Choose one of these writing tasks:
1) A poem describing a rat (think about appearance, personality, how a rat spends its time)
2) An imaginary diary for a day in a rat’s life. (Think of some exciting adventures or frightening events for him/her. Try to include the rat’s feelings)
3) A story about a rat, which includes a message about how we should treat others. (Think about the Aesop stories we read about the fox and the crane and the fox and the bird)
