	Phonics

	Monday
30/3/20
	Use flash cards to practise phase 2 and 3 phonics sounds (attached). Also use flash cards (attached) for Tricky Words (orange and purple words) 
These resources can also be found at http://www.letters-and-sounds.com/
	Practise writing letters
‘e’, ‘u’, ‘r’, ‘h’, in pre cursive script (sheet attached for reference). 
Ask your child to write various CVC words e.g. dog, hen, cat, rug, 

	Share a story of your choice with your child 
	Play a board game with your child such as snakes and ladders or a game such as dominoes. Encourage your child to roll the dice and to count on as they move spaces
	Practice writing your name in mud or sand with a stick or a paintbrush. Can you use your school writing?


	Tuesday
31/3/20
	Play a game of ‘I Spy’. How many things can you find beginning with the letter ‘s’. Try this with 2 or 3 other letters.
	Practise writing letters
‘b’, ‘f’, ‘l’, ‘s’, in pre cursive script (sheet attached for reference).
Practise writing the sentence 
’I can see a red hen. Ask your child to write the sentence again changing it each time e.g. I can see a dog, I can see a ship.
	Share a story of your choice with your child 
	Provide your child with 20 animals or other small world resources. Ask them to build 4 houses for the animals and to share the animals out equally between the houses. How many are there in each house. Repeat this with other quantities.
	Take some string or wool outside and collect a range of leaves to make a leaf necklace or crown. Use a stick of a hole punch to make holes in the leaves and thread onto the string. (See photo)

	Wednesday
1/4/20
	Play a game of rhyming words. Say a word e.g. cat and ask your child to name a word that rhymes. Continue with this  e.g. hat, mat, pat and then choose another word e.g. dog, frog, log
	 Together with your child, write a shopping list or a list of jobs for the day ahead. Encourage your child to sound the words out and write the sounds they can hear in each word .
	Share a story of your choice with your child 
	Provide number cards/pieces of paper with numbers from 0 – 20. Ask your child to place them in order from 0 – 20. Point to random numbers and ask your child what is one more than this number and what is one less.
	If the sun is shining take some paper, pencils and toy animals outside. Place the animals in the sun so that their reflection is on the paper. Using a pencil draw around the shadow to make your animal pictures. (See photo)

	Thursday
02/4/20
	Practise reading some of the ‘sound button words’ 
(attached)
	Read a traditional story such as Little Red Riding Hood or the Gingerbread Man and together think of an alternative ending to the story. You might also like to attempt to write the ending together.
	Share a story of your choice with your child
	Either around your home or in the garden, go on a shape hunt. What shapes can you find? Which shapes are most common? Can you draw some of the shapes you have found?
	[bookmark: _GoBack]Make a potion. Provide various containers. Ask children to make a potion using leaves, sticks, mud, grass, sand etc. What is your potion for? What does it do? Is it magic? Support your child to write their potion recipe. (See photo)

	Friday
03/4/20
	Say a sound to your child and ask them to write this down from memory. Continue with other sounds and eventually some words such as pig, hen, mat, 
	Ask your child to tell you a story and write it down exactly as your child tells is. Stop at points to read it back to your child. Your child might like to make this into a book and add some pictures

	Share a story of your choice with your child or 
	Go on a number hunt around the house. Can you write down numbers that you find? Can you name the numbers that you find?
	Read a story outside and then use the whole family to act out the story. For example, We’re Going on a Bear Hunt or Stickman.
