	Phonics

	Monday
06/4/20
	Use flash cards to practise phase 2 and 3 phonics sounds. Also use flash cards for Tricky Words (orange and purple words)
These resources can also be found at http://www.letters-and-sounds.com/
	Read a traditional tale together such as Goldilocks, Little red Riding Hood etc. Talk about the characters and look at the pictures. Ask your child to write a sentence about a character. E.g. ‘Baby bear was sad’. ‘She had a red dress’. ‘She broke the bed.’
	Share a story of your choice with your child 
	Write the numbers 0 – 20 on pieces of paper and mix them up. Ask your child to put them in the right order. You might like to time them and see if they can get quicker the more they practise!
	Find a range of objects in the garden such as leaves, stones, sticks and feathers. Ask your child to make a picture of a face using these items. Your child might like to take a photo of their creation and save it in an album of their artwork

	Tuesday
07/4/20
	Practise reading some of the ‘sound button words’ 
(attached)
Play a game of ‘I Spy’. How many things can you find beginning with the letter ‘s’. Try this with 2 or 3 other letters.
	Repeat the same activity as yesterday but reading a different story. Write a sentence related to today’s story.
	Share a story of your choice with your child 
	Hide the numbers 0 – 20 around the house or garden. Ask your child if they can find all the numbers and put them in order.
	Find a selection of objects outside or in the garden. Can your child make a repeating pattern with these? For example, stick, stone, stick, stone or stick, stone, leaf, stick, stone, leaf.

	Wednesday
08/4/20
	Play a game of rhyming words. Say a word e.g. cat and ask your child to name a word that rhymes. Continue with this  e.g. hat, mat, pat and then choose another word e.g. dog, frog, log
	Draw a picture of the characters from one of this week’s stories. Label the picture with the names of the characters.
	Share a story of your choice with your child 
	Write numbers 0 – 20 on building bricks. Ask your child to build a tower with the bricks in the right order with  0 on the bottom and 20 on the top.
	Either indoors or outdoors, think about the stories you have read this week, can you act out the story of a traditional tale? You might like to use puppets for this or members of your family.

	Thursday
09/4/20
	Practise reading the following sentences with your child.
The frog jumps in the pond and swims off.
A crab crept into a crack in the rock.
A drip from the tap drops in the sink.
	Practise some Easter crafts such as making salt dough egg decorations (instructions are enclosed for this, both the recipe and pictures of the finished product)
	Share a story of your choice with your child
	Using the building bricks from yesterday ask your child to build a tower starting with 20 at the bottom and 0 at the top
	Once you have made your salt dough Easter eggs, take them outside to dry in the sunshine and paint or colour them.
